SHEET-PAN CHICKEN SAUSAGE with POTATOES & BELL PEPPERS 
 
Ingredients

1 pound potatoes, scrubbed and cut into 1/2-inch wedges
2 tablespoons  extra-virgin olive oil, divided
1 12 oz ounce package cooked andouille chicken sausage (or other sausage)
2 cups sliced red bell pepper
2 cups red onion wedges
1 teaspoon salt free Cajun seasoning
1/2 teaspoon salt, divided
3/4 teaspoon ground black pepper, divided
3 tablespoons  chopped fresh flat-leaf parsley

Directions

1 | Preheat the oven to 425ºF putting rack in the lower third of the oven

2 | Toss potatoes with 1 tablespoon oil and 1/4 teaspoon each salt and pepper in a 
large bowl. Spread evenly on a large rimmed baking sheet. Roast for 15 minutes.

3 | Toss bell pepper and onion with the remaining 1 tablespoon oil and 1/4 teaspoon 
each salt and pepper in the bowl. Stir into the potatoes on the baking sheet once 15 
minutes have passed.

4 | Place sausage in the bowl and sprinkle with Cajun seasoning and the remaining 
1/4 teaspoon pepper. Place on top of the vegetables. Roast until the sausage is 
warmed through and the vegetables are tender, 15 to 20 minutes more.

5 | Transfer the sausage to a serving platter. Stir parsley into the vegetables and serve 
with the sausage.

Spring has arrived and everything is picking up, but that is how it works in 

the springtime. As you may know during this time it is difficult to keep up 

with mowing the golf course. The weather plays a very important role on 

how well our mowing goes. We will do our best to 

keep up with the grass. As you have noticed above 

average temps in April the Zoysa fairways have 

greened up nicely, and have already produced seed 

heads which you will notice add a brown, purplish 

tint to the grass. They are wiry and do not mow up 

well. Good news, they don’t last long. There are a 

few spots that have been a bit slower to turn green. 

Most of these areas are contaminated spots of Bermuda grass which 

takes several weeks longer to green. The contamination is from Zoysia 

sod that we receive that had little sprigs of Bermuda and after several 

years becomes bigger. There are also some early stages of a patch disease 

called Zoysia Patch that will affect us in the month of May. It happens 

every spring and fall in Zoysia when the temperatures are cooler and...
