Golf cart traffic on the East side of the clubhouse is 
one of those issues. As you can see, two golf carts can pass each other 
underneath the deck (however there is very little room so keep your arms 
and legs in the cart).

• You park so close to the curb 
that you have to walk through 
the unstable rocks
 
• You park so that you get out 
of your cart and not have to 
step in the landscaping bed, 
which blocks traffic on the path 
and other carts cannot pass.

Obviously, neither of those 
are viable options for the long 
term. Over the next month or 
so, we are going to try to make 
that area a “No Parking Zone" 
That should give us enough 
time to see if not allowing 
parking from the beginning 
of the deck to past the Pub 
door will allow cart traffic to 
flow smoothly through the area 
and also allow easy access to 
the building. Thank you for 
your assistance in not parking 
in that zone, because no one 
wants to come back outside for 
their cart only to find that it’s 
been ‘towed away’ and their 
clubs ‘impounded’ (moved 
further back or further down 
from the golf ‘breezeway’ now 
established under the deck.)

We have noticed in the very short time 
that the cart path has been open, that 
if golf carts park underneath the deck 
two scenarios play out:
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We’re a third-generation family business 
with deep roots in the Lee’s Summit area.

SHEET-PAN CHICKEN SAUSAGE with POTATOES & BELL PEPPERS 
 
Ingredients

1 pound potatoes, scrubbed and cut into 1/2-inch wedges
2 tablespoons  extra-virgin olive oil, divided
1 12 oz ounce package cooked andouille chicken sausage (or other sausage)
2 cups sliced red bell pepper
2 cups red onion wedges
1 teaspoon salt free Cajun seasoning
1/2 teaspoon salt, divided
3/4 teaspoon ground black pepper, divided
3 tablespoons  chopped fresh flat-leaf parsley

Directions

1 | Preheat the oven to 425ºF putting rack in the lower third of the oven

2 | Toss potatoes with 1 tablespoon oil and 1/4 teaspoon each salt and pepper in a 
large bowl. Spread evenly on a large rimmed baking sheet. Roast for 15 minutes.

3 | Toss bell pepper and onion with the remaining 1 tablespoon oil and 1/4 teaspoon 
each salt and pepper in the bowl. Stir into the potatoes on the baking sheet once 15 
minutes have passed.

4 | Place sausage in the bowl and sprinkle with Cajun seasoning and the remaining 
1/4 teaspoon pepper. Place on top of the vegetables. Roast until the sausage is 
warmed through and the vegetables are tender, 15 to 20 minutes more.

5 | Transfer the sausage to a serving platter. Stir parsley into the vegetables and serve 
with the sausage.

Understanding Frost Delays
Presented by the Golf Course Superintendents Association of America

As summer starts to give way to fall temperatures, the desire 
to hit the golf course intensifies. It also signals a change in golf 
course management activities that can affect one’s game and the 
conditions found on the course.

In many regions of the country, golfers occasionally face frost 
delays in the fall, thus pushing back starting tee times. When frost 
is present, golf course superintendents delay play until the frost 
has melted. This is done to prevent damage that affects the quality 
of the playing surface and could potentially be very expensive  
to repair.

Frost is basically frozen dew that has crystallized on the grass, 
making it hard and brittle. A grass blade is actually 90 percent 
water; therefore, it also freezes. Because of the short mowing...
