Finally, the weather is starting to 
turn. It was a long couple of months. 
March and early April are always the 
months that we will find out how 
much winter turf dissociation we will 
have. After the snow melted, the 
greens seemed to be in good shape 
with very little disease (snow mold). 
Going forward we will be watching  
the fairways (Zoysia) closely for damage. This month we will also 
be firing up the Irrigation system, crossing our fingers and hoping 
the pumps turn on and there are only minimal leaks and broken 
heads from the freeze. The goal is to have all the greens sections 
on, pressurized and functioning before aerification of the greens.

Thank you for allowing us to close the course for greens 
aerification on March 31 and April 1. However, it does not make 
for a quality aerification if the weather is not co-operating, so I 
will be monitoring the weather to see if these we need to adjust 
the dates.
