This month’s article is courtesy of the USGA agronomist Brian Whitlark—and
goes over 5 reasons why a ‘consistent bunker’ is not possible to achieve, and
why that isn’t necessarily a bad thing.

Although golf course maintenance teams may spend more labor hours
attending to bunkers than greens, golfers will still find that bunkers are
inconsistent. Maintaining totally consistent playing conditions in bunkers is not
achievable, nor is it necessarily desirable. Here are five reasons why the playing
conditions in bunkers will never be perfectly consistent:

1. Sand depth - The depth of sand on the bunker floor has a profound impact
on playability. If the sand is too shallow, bunkers may be wet and firm. However,
too much sand yields soft conditions that increase the probability of buried lies.
Inconsistencies in bunker sand depth develop on a daily basis from events...
