       (no exceptions)

    •   Golf cart traffic is Cart Path Only from November 1st – March 1st

    •   Repair all ball marks

    •   Pace of Play guidelines remain in effect

    •   Golf course and practice greens are off limits during Frost Delays

    •   Certain tee boxes will be closed periodically throughout the Winter 

        (only tee off from designated markers)

    •   Cart enclosures will be put on half the carts in mid to late November

	      –  Please do not attempt to take enclosure off carts

	      –  If you use a propane heater, make sure that it is golf shop approved 

        and does not melt cart windshields

    •   Cancel any tee times that will not be used in a timely fashion

    •   3 minute rule for searching for golf balls remains in effect even if there 

        are leaves

    •   Club, including restaurants, will be closed Thanksgiving and 

       Christmas Days.
