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As we do every winter before the season, it begins with 
a “GRIND”, literally. We have approximately 30-reel type 
cutting units. Some mowers have three per mower and some 
have five. These reels will need to be un-installed from their 
machines, torn down to replace bushing, bearings, bed knives, 
etc. We will then relief grind and spin grind. Then grind brand 
new bed knives for each unit so they are razor sharp and re-
installed back on the machine. We will maintain the precision 
edge throughout the season by back-lapping and touch up 
grinding as the bed knives wear.
